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7. An application for enrolment can only be processed when all of the above have been received by the
Admissions Office;

8. Applications from overseas students are processed according to established policy and procedures, and
are dealt with on their merits;

9. Assessment procedures include an evaluation of reports from previous schools and of English language
proficiency.Any enquiies from prospective agents enquiring on behalf of families and prospective
families are referred to authorised representatives for vetting and admissions a@rice. an offer of a
place is made, the enrolment agreement incorporating all compulsory forms must be returned to the
school within requested time frames.
